· Collection, Processing, and Loan of transport container 

Fee of £108 inc. Vat (aprox) charged by the collection centre every time semen is dispatched. Container must be returened
· Stallion Transport  and groom  handling fee: of £25 payable to Stallion owner for every collection.  Semen collected at B&W equine.
· Courier fees £25 aprox. Every time semen is despatched. Special delivery 9:00 a.m next day. The collection centre 01666880301. Mare owner may collect semen at centre to save courier fees.
· Early planning is necessary between all parties for a successful outcome. 24 hours notice necessary for the collection of semen.

· Completion of special nomination form for transported semen and payment of the Stud fee is necessary before any despatch.
TERMS AND CONDITIONS

1. Stud Fee £325 :   £300 if paid before end of 03/2010 with mares confirmed empty on 1st of October free return for the following season, after this date a discounted stud fee will apply. Confirmation in writing or email. 
2. Payment of Stud fee prior to covering. Cheques must be cleared before the arrival or covering of mare. Receipt of payment  by stud manager will acknowledge acceptance of terms and conditions.
3. Covering Certificate:  copy of passport required, mailing address, and cheque payable to IDHS (GB) for £3.75 
4. Veterinary Fees: Paid  to B&W Equine who will bill the mare owner directly.

The stud works closely with the vet to reduce the costs incurred by the mare owners. It is in both the Vet and Stud managers interest the positive outcome and a happy customer. 
5. Livery fees paid on collection, cheques cleared before departure in order to issue the Covering Certificate. First 4 weeks of livery must be paid in advanced with the stud fee as an average minimum stay, a refund will apply if less. Receipt of payment by stud manager will acknowledge acceptance of terms and conditions. 
6. Collection of mares: within a week of owner being advised of the end of the outcome of the mares visit to the stud.
7. CEM. All Mares (not AI) must be tested prior to covering and arrival to the stud. Copy of the certificate together with the filled in VD form supplied must be sent to stallion manager prior to arrival and original presented at arrival. Results for CEM swabs may take up to ten days.
8. Pre breeding fertility examination All mares with no exception!!! this way any problem may be treated early saving time and money. Cost  £21.41 aprox.  Plus call out fee. 
9. Identification Copy of passport and diagram of the mare(s) in order to identify the mare and  ISSUE OF COVERING CERT.
10. Wormer should be supplied on arrival as part of our grass land management program. Discussed prior to arrival. OTHERWISE SUPPLIED AT EXTRA COST
11. Mares must be free of any viral or bacterial infections i.e. Equine Influenza, Ring Worm hence performance horses on site.

12. All shoes removed and feet PROFESSIONALLY TRIMMED prior to arrival or an additional cost of £15 per removal or trim of foot will be charged. ONLY CLINICAL EXCEPTIONS. .
13. Special Requirements and behaviour problems should be discussed prior to arrival. (Laminitis, reares, etc.) Additional costs may apply. Mares that need to be segregated from the breeding herd for the safety of other resident mares will incur in additional costs.
14. Head Collars and Ropes provided must be strong, in good condition and adequately labelled per mare. No responsibility for breaks.
15. Damages of consideration such as broken gates, Stable doors, due to the behaviour of the resident mare shall be charged at replacement or repair cost discretion of the stud manager.
16. Covering certificate: to issue, a charge of £3.75 pounds strictly by cheque payable to the IDHS (GB). This must accompany the stud fee.

17. Disclaimer will be issued and should be signed and returned before arrival of mare.
18. The stud will not bear any responsibility of injury or death of the visiting mare. All care will be taken for the well being of resident mare.
